The charter of the ECRC program 1s to prepare
prime contractors, government agencies, and small- and
medium-sized businesses for conducting business elec-
tronically with the Federal Government.

In order to accelerate the cooperative use of electronic
commerce throughout government and industry, the
Department of Defense (DOD) established the ECRC
Program several years ago. The program is ander the
direction of the Deputy Under Secretary of Defense for
Logistics and is administered by the Defense Logistics
Agency (DLA).

The ECRC educates and trains businesses about
electronic commerce, provides outreach programs to
small businesses, provides technical support, and legacy
data management during the process of electronic
