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Energy Conservation Is Not
In Life’s Way, But A Way Of Life

Spring is in the air, and the weather

outside has been beautiful over the last
two months. Although usage is down, the
bills are up because of the cost of energy.
Unfortunately, the summer heat and
wmidity are just around the corner,
Mow is the time to take a good
look at how we are expending energy
as a resource. Here at the STAR Center,
energy is used to heat and cool the
facility as well as to power the lights
and the equipment used by the tenants
With that in mind, the STAR WATCH
wants to give some ideas on how to
reduce energy usage and conserve our
natural resources at the STAR Center.
Some things are easy to fix and
often overlooked. For example, when
you walk through a door to the outside
and it is being held open by a doorstop
or some other prop, see if there is a
reason. If not, close the door and keep

the air conditioning inside.

In your workspace, do you go home
and leave the computer, monitor and
printer on when they are not required?
Leaving them on is the equivalent of
leaving five 60-watt light bulbs running
all the time. This amounts to about
18 cents an hour per computer system
When you look around and see the
number of systems in a company,
you can see that this adds up quickly.
Likewise, turn the copy machine off.
Leaving it on will add another three
60-watt light bulbs buming all the time.

Lighting is another source of energy
usage that can be controlled. The STAR
Center has the ability to place many
lights on an energy conservation sched-
ule where only the emergency lights are
on when no one is in the area. If you
want the lights off at a certain time of the
evening, turned on in the moming and

left off during the weekends, let your
employer know. They can contact the
STAR Center to have action taken

Just how much electricity is used
at the STAR Center? The answer is
about 3 million-kilowatt hours each
month. That is the equivalent of 2.1
million 60-watt light bulbs running
continuously. Now that is a lot of lights!
Every light bulb you can turn off when
not in use helps everyone,

Energy conservation is not some-
thing to do. It is a way to live here at
the STAR Center and at home, too.
