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Welcome, Raytheon!

U. 5. Rep. C.W. Bill Young
announced on July 30, 1998, that
Raytheon Systems Company will
relocate two of their manufacturing
“centers of excellence” into 300,000
square feet at the STAR Center. This
new tenant completes the occupancy of
the STAR Center’s 740,000 square feet
of leased space.

“This is a major development in
our seven-year effort to convert the
Pinellas STAR Center from its 40-year
national security mission to its new role
as a high technology center of excel-
lence for Pinellas County,” Young said.
“This agreement is the result of a fine
cooperative effort between Raytheon
executives, the members of the board
and staff of the Pinellas STAR Center,
the U.5. Department of Energy, and
former County Commissioner Chuck
Rainey"”.

The STAR Center will be home to
Raytheon’s new Center of Excellence
for its cable and harness programs and
a center for manufacturing of its radios
and terminals, Other company activitics
at the STAR Center will include
syslems integration activities for the
U.5. Navy's Cooperative Engagement
Capability program for ship self-
defense and for communications
equipment for military vehicles

“Raytheon, through its former E-
Systems unit, has had a long and proud
history as a corporate leader in St.
Petersburg and Pinellas County™, said
Young, the Chairman of the Appropria-
tions Subcommittee on National
Security. “The employees there have
made an enormous contribution to our

nation's security, and with this agree-
ment today they will expand their
operations here to have an even greater
impact in providing for the needs and
safety of our men and women in
uniform.”

Raytheon Systems, a unit of
Raytheon Company of Lexington,
Massachusetts, will begin occupancy at
the STAR Center in October and will
begin phase-in of production activities
almost immediately. The entire process
will take 12 to 18 months to complete.
The Raytheon St. Petersburg site will
continue its program management and
engineering development work on its
radio frequency, intelligence, space
products, secure communications
networks, and cooperative engagement
capability programs.

“The STAR Center has been our
nation's first successful conversion of a
former Department of Energy nuclear
weapons facility to a commercial
activity,” Young said. “The Secretary
of Energy has held it up as a model for
other facilities to follow and this is a
crowning moment in what has been a
very long, but fruitful process.”

This announcement represents
approximately 800 additional employ-
ees at the STAR Center, which will
bring the total number of employees to
approximately 1,500. This is compa-
rable to the number of employees at the
site when it was a Depariment of
Energy facility. Completing the
occupancy of the STAR Center is a
tremendous achievement for the
Pinellas County Industry Council, a
goal that they and DOE have pursued
for several years. %
