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Plans for December Shutdown on
Drawing Board Now

ter facilities team 1s planning for
a much needed plant shutdown to take
place December 24, 2000, until Janu-
ary 1, 2001, In May, the facilities team
ontacted each STAR Center business
w0 assure the management staff under-
stood the rationale and proposed 1im-
pact of the year-end shutdown

According to Ken Hall, STAR Cen-
ter director, “Historically, we ve sched-
uled plant shutdowns every vear dur-
ing the holidays to perform facility
maintenance actvities

However, the last few vears the
shutdowns have been cancelled, but
now the postponed work must be com-
pleted.” Current plans include having
a similar shutdown once everv three
vears.

The major source of maintenance
work will be the air conditioning
equipment’s condensor water svstem
and its deteriorating piping. During this
time, all utility services will be unavail-
able except for emergency and UPS
power with possible minor interruptions.

“We understand that our need for a

hutdown may cause difficulty for our
susinesses for one reason or another,”
said Hall. “Howewver, planned shut-
