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DOE to Utilize Innovative Cleanup

Technologies

The Department of Energy (DOE)
and its technical support contractor,
MACTEC-ERS, plan to implement
two aggressive innovative technologies
in the summer of 2002, to address a
three to four-acre area contaminated
with Non-Aqueous Phase Liquids
(MAPLs) at the northeast corner of the
STAR Center property. Implementation
of this project follows nearly two years
of extensive review of potential treat-
ment technologies by the DOE and
MACTEC-ERS with various regula-
tory agencies and private industry.

MAPLs, particularly chlorinated
solvents such as Trichloroethene (TCE)
and Dichloroethene (DCE), are among
the most common of environmental
contamination problems in the United
States and for most industrialized coun-
tries. NAPLs pose long-term ground-
water contamination problems due to
their limited solubility in groundwater
and significant potential for migration.
Thousands of sites in the United States
are contaminated with NAPLs, ofien at
-ontamination volumes that are diffi-
cult to detect, but in quantities than can
represent significant sources of ground-

water contamination. If not remediated,

NAPLSs will continue to slowly dissolve

into the groundwater over a period of

years prolonging groundwater clean-up
efforts. Inaddition to directly contami-
nating the groundwater, NAPLs may
break down and form other hazardous
substances (i.e., vinyl chloride) that can
threaten human health, dramatically
increase clean-up costs and inhibit land
reutilization

When the NAPLs were discovered
at the site where groundwater
remediation efforts were already under-
way, the DOE and MACTEC-ERS im-
mediately initiated an extensive char-
acterization effort to identify the type
and extent of NAPL contamination.
The resulting studies have defined both
the types of NAPL contaminants
present and the extent of the contami-
nant area, called the plume. Upon con-
clusion of these studies, MACTEC
ERS awarded a contract to SteamTech
Environmental Services of Bakersfield,
NAPL
