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STAR Center Receives Final Grant
from the Department of Energy

The Department of Energy (DOE) has

awarded the Young - Rainey STAR Center
with a §1 million grant to make improve-
ments to its infrastructure. This grant

ill be used to replace the existing water
cooling tower with a new, modern tower.
The cooling tower is used with the site air
conditioning system.,

Paul Sacco, the Center’s Director,
reports, “This 1s the final grant that we will
apply for through DOE. The DOE contin-
ues to be an exceptional partner in the tran-
sition of the facility from a strategic part of
the country's nuclear weapons program to
a highly successful industrial park operated
by the Pinellas County Board of County
Commissioners acting under their title as
the Industrial Development Authority.”

As part of the agreement between the
County and the DOE when the facility
was s0ld to Pinellas County, DOE agreed
to provide grants to the Center to make
improvements to old facility equipment
and to make improvements to the facility
to support new tenants

Total grants received by the Center
from the DOE, under its legacy manage-
ment program, amounted to over $17 mil-
lion. All of these funds have been used to
make improvements such as waterproofing

the roofs of the buildings, replacement

of old air handling units, renovation of

spaces for tenants, replacement of an air
conditioning chiller unit; and the list goes

on and on.

Important Change
to Evacuation
Notification

Beginning immediately, evacu-
ations will be announced over
the plant-wide public address
system, telling everyone to
leave the affected building at
the same time in case of an
emergency such as fire.
