remain compliant.

2003 Holiday Shutdown Completed Successfully

The STAR Center successfully
conducted the facility’s holiday shut-
down to perform preventive and correc-
tive maintenance on the site’s electrical,
HVAC and compressed air systems. All
activities were completed as planned.

Paul Sacco, STAR Center Adminis-
trator, said, “With the help of key tenant
nersonnel (too many to name, but you
anow who you are), we were able to
complete the shutdown per the pub-
lished schedule and without incident.”
He expressed appreciation to the tenant

management and their employees for
their cooperation and support for the
shutdown. A few of those significant
projects are explained as follows.

Several discrepancies were found
in the electrical switchgear that, if left
unknown and not repaired, would have
likely caused unscheduled outages for
the facility and the tenants at some
future point.

Piping and valves were installed
in the compressed air system that will
allow for the installation of a third air

compressor without the need to shut-
down compressed air throughout the
facility. This third compressor will
provide a reliable, redundant system
that allows repairs and routine mainte-
nance to be made without the need to
secure the entire system,

A major water supply line for the
facility located in the overhead, in the
Raytheon area, was relocated to better
allow access and minimize the risk of
water damage to the equipment in the
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
