Partners for Progress Hold Successful
June Session

T he STAR Center’s Partners for Progress tenant associa
tion held an informative meeting for interested tenants
on Wednesday, June 19". At the meeting, Ken Hall, Director
of the STAR Center, provided a business update to include
maintenance activities such as the north parking lot paving
vork, building 100 roof replacement and metered utilities
availability. Dave Ingle from the Department of Energy pre-
sented an update about environmental cleanup efforts on the
site.

The Partners for Progress association also approved two
significant initiatives. The STAR Center will pursue publi-
cation of a major article in the Maddox Report. This publi-
cation is a business magazine with a circulation of 15,000 in
the Tampa Bay area. In addition, unanimous approval was
given to a proposal to establish a business/manufacturing
incubator at the STAR Center. This will be proposed through
the Community Reuse Organization with an application for
a grant from the Department of Energy. If awarded, this grant
would allow for the creation of a 14,000 square foot incuba-
tor for small entrepreneurs.

The Partners for Progress association was created to pro-
vide a means for businesses within the STAR Center to work
together for the success and progress of the facility, to net-
work for business opportunities, to share solutions to com-
mon problems and to work with public officials regarding
center related issues and economic development in general.

General meetings are held on an as-needed basis with
specific project work continuing during the year. All tenants
automatically become members of the organization. Mem-
bers submitting a 525 annual fee will gain voting rights on
the organization’s directors. Tenants are welcome to call any

board of director member with issues or concerns they may
have about working at the STAR Center.
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
