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STAR Center Celebrates Expansion

Concurrent Technologies Corpo-
ration {CTC) was recently awarded a
%3 million federal contract to estab-
lish an electronic demanufacturing
facility at the STAR Center. Construc-
tion on a new two-story, 80,000
square-foot facility will begin in June.
This will be the first building to be
constructed at the STAR Center since
ownership of the former U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy (DOE) plant was

transferred to Pinellas
County.

Demanufacturing activities at this
facility will consist of recycling
electronic components for the Depart-
ment of Defense (DOD), including
developing new technologies, deploy-
ing these technologies and piloting
future regional demanufacturing sites
that minimize wastes from electronic
equipment such as computers and
circuit boards. Demanufacturing will

be especially useful for electronic
equipment that contains hazardous
materials such as batteries containing
cadmium, and will prevent these
materials from reaching landfills.
This facility is expected to be a
valuable asset not only to the DOD,
but also to the local community

There are currently 15 engineer-

ing and support personnel working
on this program, and CTC expects to
hire 15 more people before the end
of the year. The projected workforce
at this facility is expected to reach 80
duning the next few years.

The Pinellas County Industry
Council (PCIC) and CTC will have
a groundbreaking ceremony on June
1 which will include a tour of the
STAR Center businesses. Congress-
man C.W. Bill Young will be
among the many visiting dignitar-

ies, along with several Pinellas
County Commissioners, the Board of
Directors for the Pinellas County
Industry Council, and CTC President
Dan DeVos
