The Technology Deployment Center (TDC) is a DOE/DOD funded technol-
ogy transfer and economic development program operated by the University of
South Flonda (USF) in cooperation with the Pinellas County Industry Council
(PCIC).

Proposals must address the following requirements:

|. Proposals must involve at least one Pinellas STAR Center tenant as primary
partner/manufacturer.

2. Proposals must involve full cost matching of program award investment.
3. Proposals must result in a manufacturable product.
4. Proposals must include a detailed business/marketing plan.

5. Proposals must address one or more of the following technical goals:

# Development of instrumentation capable of spectral analyses using
optical sensing and fiberoptic probes;

) 1 Development of chemistries to be used with the instrumentation;

# Development of optical switching means to allow integration of variable
fiberoptic probes or pathlinks. Proposals are requested that focus efforts
toward continued development and commercialization of fiberoptic-
based optical sensing instruments, ¥
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Proposal grants are negotiable but
subject to university oversight, repay-
ment agreements, manufacturing
requirements, and technical/engineer-
ing scope restrictions.
