Currently, DOE is addressing
subsurface groundwater contamination
at three locations at the Pinellas STAR
Center and at a fourth offsite location
adjacent to the northwest comer of the
facility. Localized subsurface ground-
water contamination is the principal
concern at these sites. Groundwater
quality is routinely being monitored to
ensure regulatory compliance. Remedial
technologies are under investigation at
one of these sites and a groundwater
remediation system has already been
implemented for the remaining three.

Contaminants in the groundwater
consist of common solvents utilized in
previous DOE Pinellas Plant activities.

The remediation systems for each of
these areas is briefly described below:

Building 100 Area is located in
the southeast portion of the Pinellas
STAR Center. The remediation
system, currently being implemented at
the Building 100 Area, consists of two
groundwater recovery wells located on
the extenior of the northwest corner of
the building. Groundwater, extracted
from these two wells, is pumped to the
Northeast Site air stnipper treatment
system for treatment and then dis-
charged offsite to the local wastewater
treatment facility.

The Northeast Site is located in
the northeast portion of the Pinellas
STAR Center. The remediation system
at this location consists of numerous
groundwater recovery wells from
which the groundwater is pumped into
an air stnpper treatment system that
removes the contaminants. The treated
groundwater 15 then discharged offsite

to the local wastewater treatment
facility
