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Raytheon Transition Moves Ahead Full Speed
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Since August 1998, Raytheon
has been moving rapidly to fill the
300,000+ square feet of leased space
at the STAR Center. Current plans
call for full occupancy by late
summer.

Raytheon's Command, Control &
Communication Division (C*I) will
house a “world class flexible manu-
facturing facility” using lean/agile
manufacturing principles to help
design and manufacture high quality
processes and products for commer-
cial and defense applications.

The RF Cable Area, occupying
5,000 square feet located at the west
end of the facility, was the first
Kaytheon program to move into the
STAR Center and has been fully

operational since last November.
The Family of Loudspeakers (FOL),
a manufacturing program from
Richardson, Texas, is in the process
of moving into the facility. Other
programs include the Minuteman
MEECN Program (MMP), which
involves providing communications
capabilities to the Minuteman
Launch Control Centers, the Air-
borne Integrated Terminal Group
(AITG), the Secure, Mobile, Anti-
Jam, Reliable, Tactical Terminal
(SMART-T) program and the
System for the Vigilance of the
Amazon (SIVAM), a program to
help the Brazilian government
protect the resources of the Amazon
region.

By July, more than twenty
additional programs currently in
production at other sites will transi-
tion into the STAR Center. The
majority of these programs will be
moving from the 5t. Petersburg and
Ft. Wayne, Indiana, facilities, with
the St. Petersburg program moves
completed in July and the Ft. Wayne
program moves completed in Sep-
tember.

C°I plans to recall and hire
almost 400 personnel to support the
programs at the STAR Center,
bringing total employment to over
750 by year's end. In addition,
administrative offices are currently
being prepared on hoth floors in the
southwest portion of the facility to
provide home to approximately 150
manufacturing managers and support
personnel.
