institutions, four programs are offered
at the STAR Center reaching hun-
dreds of students and businesses.

Of these four programs, the Cisco
Certified Network Associate Certifi-
cate program is coordinated by SPIC.
[he other three programs are run by
USF and include the Saturday Master
of Business Administration Degree,
Flonda Engineering Education
Delivery System Program and the
Manufacturing, Training and Educa-
tion Center.

Cisco Program labs to be
expanded due to increased needs
SPIC’s Cisco Certified Network
Associate Certificate program
currently has 160 students enrolled at
the STAR Center. Working their way
through course requirements, four
students have completed the certifi-
te program while 20 should be
unished in May. For the four core
courses, 12 sessions are being held.
The certificate program is
designed to produce a Cisco Certified

Network Associate
(CCNA). The
CCNA 1s recog-
nized in the industry
as a technical
professional work-
ing with traditional
Cisco-based net-
works that largely
include LAN and
WAN routers as
well as LAN
switches. The study
program includes
the courses Net-
working Fundamen-
tals, Router Tech-
nology, Advanced
Router Technology
and Project-Based Leaming.

“The program has been very
successful at the STAR Center,” said
Brad Jenkins, program director. “'We
currently have two full time and four
part time faculty.” As evidence of the
program’s success, Jenkins said that
more labs must be built inside the
facility to fit future program needs.
