tion analysis was performed using a manual
test techniques in the field that often re-

lted in errors, or sample collection and
home base laboratory analysis that involved
extensive delays for results. Constellation
Technology astomated the chemistry, which
allows rapid testing at the site to determine
if illicit chemicals have been stored or
manufactured at the facility.

The other product, the Constellation
Taste Chip, expands the Pisces 9000 sen-
sor technelogy. It can be used to detect an
array of chemical or biological weapons at
one time with faster analysis time. Had the
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
