Concurrent

In September, Concurrent Technolo
gies Corporation (CTC) of Johnstown,
Pennsylvania was awarded a $9,213,067
Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity
Cost-Plus-Fixed-Fee type contract for en-
vironmental testing, training and education
support services to the United States South-
ern Command. This is a Space and Naval
Warfare Systems, or SPAWAR,
mental contract.

Specific efforts include analytical, sci-
