Background

In March 2002, CTC's National
Defense Center for Environmental Ex-
cellence (NDCEE) Program was awarded
Task WN.303, Nonhazardous Solid Waste

(NHSW), by the U.S. Army. The aim of

15 project was twofold

* Help the Army meet the Department of

Defense Measures of Merit goal of 40%
solid waste diversion by 2004

* Establish a 15-year baseline projection
of future Army solid waste requirements
and provide alternatives and options for
diverting this waste from landfills and
incineration

In conjunction with the Engineer Re-
search and Development Center (ERDC)
CERL as technical monitor, CTC partici-
pated on an extensive NHSW team. The
NHSW team included representatives from
various Army installations, federal agen-
cies, industry and state and local nonprofit
organizations.

Working together, the team conducted
research to develop and demonstrate pro-
cesses and technologies to reuse or recycle
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building materials that would otherwise be
disposed of as waste. This research devel-
opment can save significant money and
resources at military installations around
the country.

A key component of CTC's success
with Task N. 303 is CTC's expertise in
solid waste management, especially in the
area of construction and demolition (C&D)
debris.
