USF Center for Ocean Technology to Open Clean
Room Lab at STAR Center

he University of South Florida's

Center for Ocean Technology has
leased 8,000 square feet inside Concur-
ent Technologies’ newest building to
nouse over $6 million in high technol-
ogy equipment for its Microelectro-
mechanical Systems (MEMS) program.

Inside that footprint will be a 5,000
square foot clean room cell.

“We are very close to a ‘go clean’
date,” said Larry Langebrake, Director
of the Center for Ocean Technology for
the College of Marine Science of the
University of South Florida. He added

that installation of equipment such as
air handlers and safety system certifi-
cation are currently being completed.
Langebrake also said that process tools
