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Expansion Begins at STAR Center

Harrod Properties, Inc. has an-
nounced that construction has begun
on a 150,000 square foot light manu-
facturing and office building at the
STAR. Center. This new facility is be-
ng built on 8'% acres of vacant land on
the northern part of the STAR Center
property.

One tenant has signed a lease to
occupy 125,000 square feet of the
building, and the remaining 25,000
square feet is available for lease. Ad-
ditional parking around the new facility
will accommodate approximately 250
vehicles. The addition of this build-
ing will increase the total space at the
STAR Center to approximately 952,000
square feet of office, light industrial and
support space.

In addition to the new facility,
several other improvements will be
made at the STAR Center. The one-
lane access road will be widened to
a two-lane road and will be extended
from the north parking lot west to a
new north entrance/exit north to 118"
Avenue. Within the next year, the ac-
ess road from the west parking lot
will be extended and widened to also
intersect with the new 118" Avenue
entrance/exit.

To facilitate the building construc-
tion, a new retention pond will be
created around the existing electrical
power substation. This pond is needed

to support storm water drainage for
the new building and any planned
construction on the 8.3 acres of vacant

land to the northwest of the property.
Fill dirt from the creation of this pond
will be used for site grading of the new
building.

Paul Sacco, STAR Center Director,
announced these new construction proj-
ects stating, “The ongoing partnership
with Harrod Properties, Inc. continues
to provide expansion and development
for the STAR Center and for Pinellas
County in general. Construction of this
new facility will add an additional 200
employees at the STAR Center, bring-
ing the total employment to a record
1,700 employees."
